For Grades 3-5, Groups of 4+


1. Divide the group into 2 to 4 teams.  Display the Bulls Eye target on a white board using a projector.


2. Read a definition.  Allow each team to discuss the meaning to identify the vocabulary word.  Provide each team with a word bank if desired.  


3. Have each team write down the word that matches the definition.  Check the answers.


4. Each team that correctly identifies the word may choose one person from the team to throw the Bulls Eye ball at the target.


5. Record the value the ball lands on for each team.  Balls that do not stick or miss the target receive zero points.


6. The team with the most points at the end of the game wins.
